Consideration of a Schedule of Planning Applications PA/4/11 - Updated.


After discussion it was RESOLVED the below observations be expressed:

a) 11/00772/FUL – Mr N Davies, Headley Down, Morda Close, Oswestry

To object to this application on the basis of a considered unacceptable sub-division of plot, the resulting loss of established amenity space and an increase in density of population.  Members also wished to highlight that the original design for the estate encouraged large spaces between properties acknowledging the prestigious nature of the intended build.

b) 11/00822/FUL – Mr and Mrs Turner, Calderwood, Wilmot Drive, Oswestry

No observations were expressed.

c) 11/00729/FUL – Castlemead Group Ltd, Land Adjacent The Highwayman, Shrewsbury Road, Oswestry

To support the intention to provide such a facility but express a preference for an alternative location such as the York Street depot thereby considering the applicant site as unsuitable.

To object to this application due to the historic local importance of the site as a green space as designated by previous local plans and the LDF.  In addition to record concerns in terms of access and inadequate parking arrangements that have also been voiced, it was understood, by neighbouring properties, and therefore the Town Council to invite the views of the Highway Authority accordingly on this application.
