· To support in principal the designation primarily to protect elements of architectural interest and established trees within the suggested boundary area.

· To urge that grant funding opportunities form part of any policy reemit to enable the current decline and distress of aspects of the estate to be addressed as priorities.

· To suggest a proposal as submitted as part of the LDF are given proper consideration in policy setting.
· To highlight the trust for land title apply and therefore these should be investigated and incorporated into any policies to reflect existing covenants and rights of use.

LOCAL BUS SERVICE 71A
Letter from the Principal Transport Officer, Shropshire Council, requesting this Council’s opinion relating to the above and their proposal to cease subsidising the Four Crosses to Oswestry service.

After discussion it was RESOLVED
· To appose the removal of the service as the subsidy is considered reasonable.

· To ask as a minimum Wednesday and Saturday services are retained for both retail and wider social purposes.

· To seek clarification of impact on the 71 Service itself.

· To seek information of any subsidies from Powys in respect of both 71 and 71 a services.

· To seek clarification of the Shropshire link service impact on long established local services due to it’s understood higher unit cost that must be funded from within existing budgets.  Therefore to suggest that perhaps this will place other local services at ongoing risk thought-out rural areas and comments to be invited.
