PRESENTATION BY OSWESTRY RUGBY CLUB

Presentation from Oswestry Rugby Club on an application for financial 
assistance.


A detailed presentation was provided by Steve Charnley and Mark Jones 
of Oswestry Rugby Club.  The presentation outlined the development of 
the Club, the upgrade of facilities in terms of new changing rooms, foyer, 
reception area, disabled facilities, official changing rooms, kitchen etc.  An 
outline was given of the significant funding attracted and also the fact that 
a significant proportion of senior and junior members are resident within 
Oswestry town.  The Club was also moving to a considerable community 
use aspect and the support of the Town Council was invited, recognising 
their ambitious plans and their significant successes to date.  After 
discussion, it was RESOLVED
· That a vote of thanks be recorded to the Club for their presentation and for the significant facility that they provide for the town of Oswestry and its surrounds.
· On this basis to offer an immediate grant of £3,700 from the current financial year, expressing a willingness to review this allocation following an update on funding received against work plans and needs gap as evident in April/May 2009.


RESOLVED to note that Councillor W.S. Keable asked for his vote in 
respect of the extension to be recorded, recognising having association 
with the Club facility.

BAILEY STREET STALLS 

At a meeting of the Markets and Car Parks Committee held on the 14th 
January, the Council made a decision to ask the Borough Council to 
consider the renegotiation of the rental in respect of the ten stalls placed in 
Bailey Street as their contribution to the regeneration of the town.  The aim 
was to look for a low rental, ideally fixed for a three year term.  The 
response from the Borough  Council confirmed that the current contract 
remains in force until the 31st August, 2009 and that any contract that 
carries on beyond the 1st April when the Borough Council ceases to exist 
will have to be considered by the new Shropshire Council.  “Fees and 
charges for the forthcoming year are now the responsibility of the new 
Council who are currently in the process of setting fees.  The proposal 
relating to fees will be presented to the Committee by Mr. Andy Goldsmith 
and I suggest you write to him direct to make your case to ask whether a 
reduction in the fees can be put forward to the Committee.  Presentations 
must be received on or before February 13th 2009.”  After discussion, it

RESOLVED the experiment to site stalls in Bailey Street be terminated 
from the end of January 2009, recognising the potential for a refund for the 
period February to August 2009 of £721.
