After due consideration of the matter it was RESOLVED to again highlight that the 401 Route is different in the morning to the afternoon and therefore to clarify what needs to be done to give clarity to potential customers and to avoid the current confusion.

2010/11 WINTER SERVICE REVIEW

Letter from the Head of Highways, Shropshire Council, confirmed that as a consequence of last winter’s conditions Shropshire Council were informing that they were currently in the process of carrying out a review of the winter service provision.

The Council would recommence an optimisation exercise on their established gritting routes including rock salts, and were in the process of procuring additional tractor-mounted gritters for use in particularly severe weather conditions.  An open invitation was presented to the Council to give their views on how the service could be improved.


RESOLVED to comment as below:
· To clarify if the number of salt and grit bins are sufficient, in the correct locations, and restocked frequently.

· To request that wherever possible greater attention is given to the treatment of side roads and footpaths such as Welsh Walls but not to the detriment of the primary routes.

· To clarify the legality of clearing snow from in front of commercial and residential properties.
· To ask for more attention to gritting of Brookhouse Road, across the railway, to Sainsbury that has been frequently blocked as a main route into the Town Centre.

· To commend Shropshire Council for its overall performance last winter.

· To extend thanks to Shropshire Council for its support of the Town Council and arranging salt supplies for car parks and market areas.
· To ask for priority for the salting of bus routes.

· To highlight the need for priority attention for the Lower Minster junction at Jennings Road due to the incline appropriate.
