PLANNING APPLICATIONS


Consideration of a Schedule of Planning Applications PA/2/11 - Updated.


After discussion it was RESOLVED the below observations be expressed:

a) 10/05632/ADV – Wilkinsons, New Street, Oswestry
To remind Shropshire Council of the former Oswestry Borough Council policy for illuminated signs and to ask that this policy and future applications adhere to it accordingly.  
In addition to request that the sign is switched off when the shop is not operational, if the consent is granted.

b) 10/05498/LBC – 53 Willow Street, Oswestry
No observations were expressed.

c) 10/00016/COU – Wynnstay Group Limited, Units GM 4 & 5, Glovers Meadow, Oswestry
To remind Shropshire Council of the proportion of retail sales that are restrictive to this site by former planning consents and policies of Oswestry Borough Council.  The Council therefore to ask that these are recognized and strictly adhered to.

d) 11/00112/FUL – Kildare & 35 Upper Church Street, Oswestry
To express concern at the potential deterioration of the quality of the Town Centre Conservation Area by the joint application and also to record concern at the highway impact of vehicles reversing from the properties onto a primary route.

In addition should the application be granted, then the Council to insist that landscape be provided for the whole site area rather than hard paving to ensure that the works are softened and sensitivity is introduced to the street scene.

e) 11/00262/ADV – Argos Limited, Smithfield Street, Oswestry
To remind Shropshire Council of the former Oswestry Borough Council policy for illuminated signs and to ask that this policy and future applications are strictly adhered to.
In addition to request that the sign is switched off when the shop is not operational, if the consent is granted.

f) 11/00251/OUT – Proposed Dwelling (Plot 34) Croeswylan Lane, Oswestry
To record the view of the Development & Planning Committee that as this has been a constant renewal then should development be permitted in the future, then it must be a single storey construction due to the size and scale of immediate properties.

In addition to ask if the Planning Committee of Shropshire Council can clarify with its Rights of Way Team as to whether any right of way has been established through long use between Croeswylan Lane and Penylan Lane crossing the Marches School.
g) 11/00303/TCA and 11/00305/TCA – Shropshire Council Street Scene, Bailey Street and Leg Street, Oswestry
To formally object to the applications as insufficient information is provided to enable an informed decision to be made both within the submission to the Town Council itself, and on the Shropshire Council website.  However on the basis of visual inspection, the Town Council to strongly recommend refusal of both applications.

h) 11/00437/OUT – Land to the Rear of the Dingle, Love Lane, Morda
To express the strongest objection to this application due to the proposed access onto Morda Road and the alteration as a result to a long established green lane and public right of way.  The Council to also suggest that the application represents a sub division of an established residential plot that will provide an unacceptable increase in the density of population.  The application to be considered as Broadlands development and therefore due to the sensitivity of the application, Members to ask for it to be referred to the Northern Area Strategic Planning Committee for consideration.

As part of the response, Shropshire Council to be asked to raise with its Rights of Way Team the placing of hardcore on this green lane and much used public right of way without any consultation with the Town Council as the immediate local authority.
