FOOTWAY LIGHTING, OSWESTRY


Further to recent issues concerning lighting columns and access,


letter from the  Principal Officer, Highways Development Control, 
Shropshire County Council.  The letter related to lighting columns that now 
appear to be out of the line of the public highway and therefore presenting 
difficulties for maintenance.  

In terms of No.6 The Green, it was confirmed that the lighting column is 
not now within the public highway, it is therefore suggested that this 
matter be taken up with Oswestry Borough Council direct.

With regard to No.12 Lilac Grove, an opinion was expressed that the 
owner of the property has carried out works which have resulted in 
encroachment of the highway.  In this circumstances the County Council 
will therefore take the appropriate action to rectify the situation.


With regard to the lighting column adjacent to No.12 High Fawr Avenue, 
an instruction had been given by the Divisional Surveyor that the owner of 
No.12 be instructed to cut the hedge back.
