· To recognise that the Council needs a wholesale market strategy and financial plan for its markets following budget allocations.  This to be determined by July 2009 for the next three years involving all interested elected Members.
· In agreeing the strategy, the opportunities within the County in terms of market management and operational issues to be debated, alongside the Shropshire Council and AWM.
· To acknowledge the proposed ‘stand still’ budget for markets for 2009/10 with the potential removal of capital, funding to be considered by the Council at its forthcoming budget meeting.
· Consultation on the market strategy in both individual and shared forums to take place to shape the vision and to determine what partners are available and whether a viable business case can be presented in terms of future sustainability.
