Consideration of schedules of planning applications, PA/91/08.


Application 08/15673/FUL – 54 Llys Road, Oswestry – Temporary single 
storey disabled access bedroom and show room pod linked to the existing 
northwest gable of the house.

RESOLVED, in principle, to express no objection, however to reiterate 
that  the application is for temporary siting only and to request that it have 
a specific time limitation.


Application 08/15697/FUL – The Beeches, 29 Oakhurst Road, Oswestry – 
Proposed pair of semi-detached town houses together with modifications 
to existing vehicular access.


RESOLVED to oppose the application on the grounds that it 
represents 
unnecessary infill development and is seen as out of keeping and scale 
with the existing area and would create a marginal increase in traffic 
emerging at a point in Oakhurst Road where traffic issues already exist.


Application 08/15700/FUL – 28-30, Beatrice Street, Oswestry – Demolition 
of existing 2 storey retail premises, erection of 3 storey building to 
incorporate 2 retail units and 2 maisonettes.

RESOLVED to strongly oppose the application on the grounds that the 
development is seen as out of scale and character with the existing 
street 
scene.


Application 08/15701/OUT – KC Jones Motor Repairs, Oak Street, 
Oswestry – Demolition of commercial garage and erection of 6 x 2B 
Apartments.

RESOLVED, in principle, to express no objection to redevelopment of this 
site, however to strongly oppose the proposal for a 3 storey 6 apartment 
development which is seen as a grossly over intrusive development with 
no provision for recreational/amenity space.


Application 15705/TPO – 5 Wats Drive, Oswestry – Application to carry 
out works to protected trees.

RESOLVED no observations be expressed.


Application 08/15708/ADV – Co-op Late Shop, Castle Street, Oswestry – 
Provision of 2 illuminated timber fascia signs.

RESOLVED no observations be expressed,  subject to signage 
policies being adhered to in terms of being externally illuminated and 
switched off outside normal opening hours.


Application 08/15709/FUL – 19 Upper Church Street, Oswestry –
